Shirts need to cover our bodies from our shoulders to 
our waists with no gaps in between.  This means no bare 
shoulders, chests, backs or tummies. 

Pants or shorts need 
to be worn around the 
waist and secured with 
a belt if necessary.  
Underclothing may not 
be visible.  Pants may 
not drag on the ground 
as this creates a safety 
hazard. 

Pants, skirts, shorts and 
dresses must be worn on 
the waist and must cover 
half of the thigh.  Pants 
may not drag on the 
ground as this creates a 
safety hazard. 

Backpacks may be 
carried to and from 
school however they 
must remain in lockers 
during the school day. 

Headcovers, such as hats, bandanas, scarves etc 
may not be worn. 

Shoes should be of appropriate height, should be 
secured on the foot and in some areas must be closed 
toe. 

Coats and jackets may not be worn in the building.  
Sweaters and sweatshirts may be worn as cover-ups 
when needed.
